 The Club’s Junior Training Course runs from Monday 30 June to Friday 18 July.  As usual parents will have to provide a boat (or a place on a boat) for juniors intending to participate on the Junior Training Course.  Both myself (Tel: 01-4947199) and our Junior Organiser, Peter Dolan (Tel: 01-4936092, Mob: 087-2621616) are available to assist and advise parents if they wish to purchase a boat for their children for Junior Training.  Please book early to avoid disappointment, as last year half a dozen applicants had to be turned down, having booked so late that the Club was unable to recruit the additional instructor required under Irish Sailing Association guidelines.  

This year the Irish Sailing Association has made a number of changes to its course structure. The changes are aimed at keeping juniors in the training system longer as many are now starting to sail as young as 8 years old.  The new course structure is:

The Irish Sailing Association’s emphasis is on passing two courses at intermediate level before going on to the advanced level courses.  Our Junior Training course this year includes the intermediate level Racing I for those who have passed Level 3 with some coverage of the Kites and Wires I module in the third week using the Club’s 420s.  

The Committee has purchased two 420 dinghies and one 470 dinghy to teach our juniors and youths how to sail two person boats with spinnakers and trapezes.  The 420s will be used on the Kites and Wires I course which, this year, is aimed at juniors who have passed the old Level 4 and may wish to go on to become instructors.  Juniors need to learn to sail two person boats with spinnakers and trapezes if they wish to instruct.  The instructor assessment test is carried out in two person dinghies with spinnakers and trapezes.  This year the Kites and Wires I course is being run over two weeks instead of three weeks to enable a number of our juniors to attend the Topper World Championships in Tralee.  Places are limited, so book early. 

The other change sees our beginners course extended to three weeks in line with the Dun Laoghaire clubs, as last year most of our beginners wished to remain on for the third week but could not as we had no instructor employed for that week.  The third week will cover some of the skills included in the Basic Skills course.
