Sail orienteering is something I’ve been keen to develop for a while now. I basically designed some markers buoys that stick about 3 feet out of the water and have orienteering control punches attached to the top. We use hunter 707 keelboats usually but will have other boats such as catamarans, toppers and lasers available for the event. We are also doing a kayaking event to add to the fun.

The idea is that each team is given a navigation map of the lake with the control points indicated. They must spend time before the event deciding which route to take i.e. go upwind first or downwind and which controls to aim for first. Then the skill that is most critical is actually coming alongside the markers, under control, for long enough to punch your card. It’s quite challenging but it’s really great craic and something different to the normal racing. There is a lot of teamwork involved and the idea is that every member of a team has something to offer whether it’s the sailing skills or navigating etc.

I would be delighted to see a few sailing club members get involved and anyone with a boat is very welcome to bring it along.
