1.      Rules
1.1 The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing.
1.2 The prescriptions of the Irish Sailing Association (ISA), the Topper Class Association of Ireland (TCAI) and Blessington Sailing Club (B.L.S.C.) will apply.
2.      Advertising
2.1
Unrestricted Category C advertising is allowed under Appendix 1 of the  

          ISAF Advertising Code.

3.      Eligibility and Entry
3.1 The event is open to all boats of the International Topper Class Association
3.2 All competitors must be members of the Topper Class Association. (Membership may be completed at registration)
4.      Fees
4.1 The entry fee is £75 / €80. 
4.2 Entries received before the 1st August are at a reduced price of €65 / £60.
5.      Schedule
5.1 Registration: Friday 14th from 20.00 to 21.30. Saturday 15th from 08.30 to 09.30
5.2 Briefing:        Saturday 15th 10.00.
5.3 Three races are scheduled on each day. However there can be a maximum of four races sailed on any day.
5.4 The first warning signal on Sat 15th will be 11.30, the first warning signal on Sun 16th and Mon 17th will be 10.30.
Subsequent races will follow as soon as is practicable on each day but no race will start after 15.00 on Monday 17th.
6.      Measurement.
6.1 A boat or equipment may be measured at anytime for compliance with the class rules and sailing instructions 
7.      Sailing Instructions.
7.1 The sailing instructions will be available at Registration.
8.      The Venue.
8.1 Racing will be held in the waters off Blessington Sailing Club.
9.      The Courses.
9.1 The courses to be sailed will be as described in the Standard Sailing Instructions.
10.      Scoring.
10.1 The Low Point System of Appendix A will apply.
10.2 Three races are required to be completed to constitute a series.
10.3 When fewer than four races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores
10.4 When four to seven races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her worst score. When eight to nine races are completed there will be two discards.
11 Prizes. 
11.1 Prizes will be given as follows:

Under 17, Under 14, Under 12, all First to Third. 

First to Fifth on the 4.2.
